high Alpine Velleys of the Piedmont. They were constanily perzecu-~
ted, and iwd erusades were directed egainst them. oOms 2hillip Cardon,
born im 1537, in Flanders, Belgium, and nis wife, Janakin, bornlb43,
h3d one son aud two danghters:orn in fntwerp, Belgium; thsy were 1i St-
ed in the Walloon congregetion. A Matthieu Cardon was an adul® of Lom-
